
This federal law ensures that the educational needs of homeless children and youth
are met through immediate enrollment, comparable services, and supplemental
services. All homeless children and youth must have equal access to the same free,
appropriate public education, including public preschool education, as provided to
other children and youths and afforded the opportunity to meet the same challenging
state student academic achievement standards to which all students are held.
